Global Migration Programme director finds

Cornish history in graveyards all over the world

California Cornish Cousins winter newsletter

Headlining this year’s 21st An-
nual Gathering of the California
Cornish Cousins in Bridgeport, June
8-10, will be Michael Kiernan. direc-
tor of the Cornish Global Migration
Programme based at Murdoch
House in Redruth, Cornwall.

“For many decades the Camborne
School of Mines produced graduates
who spread to every mining area in
the world; often they were following
in the footsteps of fathers and grand-
fathers,” Mike notes. “T think it was
the Trish in me, but I broke the trend
and became a post graduate student
the year affer my son graduated. A
year later I had gained some knowl-
edge of the old techniques of Cor-
nish mining and the historic mines
of Cornwall and was elected a Master
of the Camborne School of Mines as
well as being awarded an M.Sc. from
Exeter University.”

In the subsequent years Mike has
helped in various heritage projects
within Cornwall - saving and docu-
menting the archives of Geevor
Mine, helping out at the National
Trust Engine Houses at Pool and
Curator of Tolgus Tin Streaming
Works. But his passion is burial
grounds where he spent an
“unhealthy time” surveying and re-
cording.

He discovered memorials to fam-
ily members who died in distant
climes, so he started to visit those
faraway places.

“My first full overseas survey of a

'Cornish' cemetery was in Real del
Monte in Mexico. Since then [ have
followed in the footsteps of many
Cornish miners to burial grounds in
such diverse places as Ireland, Wales,
Spain, Cuba and the Malaysian Pen-
insula,” he said

“I was introduced to Murdoch
House in Redruth a few years ago
and became a member of the man-
agement committee that runs this
charity,” he explained recently.

The Cornish Global Migration
Programme was started in this his-
toric house (the first house in the
world to have gas lighting - William
Murdoch invented the means of cap-
turing and using coal gas for lighting
in this house in 1792). At the start of
2011 Mike was elected Director of
the CGMP and has been updating
the vast database that his predeces-
sors have built up over the years.

“We now have around 60,000
Cornish migrants recorded and are
now concentrating on quality of our
information as much as adding new
candidates,” Mike reports.

During his visit to Bridgeport in
June he plans to explain and demon-
strate the CGMP migrant database.

?(Given half a chance,” he added,
“I will also give a short presentation
about a "Cornish’ burial ground I
found in central France and show
how that survey has not only added
to the migrant jigsaw but created a
small stream of Cornish miners who
passed through Italy, Switzerland,
Russia and eventually to California.”

Perhaps Helston's greatest claim
to fame is the internationally famous
festival of the Furry, or Flora Dance.
This is held every year on May 8
unless that day falls on a Sunday or
Monday, when it is held on the pre-
ceding Saturday.

Thousands of visitors throng the
streets all day and there's a carnival
atmosphere from dawn to well into
the night.

You'll find the town decked out
with bluebells, gorse, laurel leaves
and colorful flags. Dancing begins at
7 a.m., and at 8:30 there's the mum-
mers' play known as the Hal-an-
Tow, at several venues throughout
the town. Watch St George and St
Michael slay the Dragon and the
Devil, cheered on by a crowd dressed
in Lincoln green and Elizabethan
robes.

The children of the town dance at
10 am., at midday there's the princi-
pal dance, with invited participants

in top hats, tails and dress gowns;
and a final dance at 5 p.m. The
dancers weave in and out of the
shops, houses and gardens behind
the Helston Band playing the fa-
mous Flora Dance tune.

The origins of the dance are cer-
tainly pre-Christian and are con-

nected with ancient spring festivals
all over Europe. Nowadays its an-
clent intention of ushering in pros-
perous harvests goes hand in hand
with the splash of color all over the
town, the joyous music and high
spirits of all involved.
